WARMING FOR ANTARCTICA

The face of Antarctica will change in the next 100 years because ice melt, penguins move south and green plants begin to colonise bare rocks of the Antarctic, researchers warned.

1. ___________ Climate has always changed. But the change now is really fast and could lead to unexpected results, warns the British Antarctic Survey. In 100 year’s time the Southern ocean atmosphere will be warmer, with less ice and snow. Green plants are already five or even ten times more usual than when explorers built the first bases. 

2. ___________ Seals and whales will change the places where they feed. The penguins are already moving south to breed their children, perhaps because warmer air means more snow. The penguin doesn’t want to sit on a nest and have a metre of snow above it. 
3. __________ Many Antarctic organisms are sensitive to very small changes in temperatures, so if some of the more extreme changes of temperatures in the sea happen, some organisms will disappear from the Earth forever. 

4. ___________ Antarctic is the world’s last wilderness region. It is larger that the USA and drier than the Sahara. Parts of it are covered by up to 3,000 metres of ice and snow, and the continent stores nine tenths of the world’s fresh water. 

5. _________ The mainland is still unspoiled, but the Southern ocean has been explored for 200 years by whalers, sealers, commercial fishermen and even tourists. Last year 13,500 tourists visited the region in cruise ships. This season the number of them could be 27,000 people.
